Former NSW galloper in Pinjarra

Former New South Wales galloper I Don’t Recall has the opportunity of breaking through for his maiden WA win in today's Chaff City Complete Horse Diet Handicap (1600m) at Pinjarra.
The Alan Mathews-trained galloper hasn’t enjoyed the best of luck since crossing from the east with a third placing to Wannabe A Rockstar before a last-start fourth to Master Marlon at Ascot.
On both occasions he was blocked for clear running in the home straight before storming home powerfully to hit the line full of running.
In this company and over the mile journey the Diatribe five-year-old should be adding to his record of one win and nine placings from 24 starts.

Top Gallant should be approaching his best form after two runs back and produced a slashing run behind Reflection at Ascot a fortnight ago.
The Zabeel gelding was next to last approaching the turn before doing his best work late and will appreciate the 2000m of the Michael Shuttleworth Handicap.

Saytorio has been a model of consistency this campaign with two wins and two placings from four starts and trainer Adam Durrant will have high hopes he can continue that form in the Chaff City Choice Of Champions Handicap (1000m).
Chopin drops in grade and loves the distance as does Oviate for trainer Ron Ives and Darwin galloper Thumb Prints races first up since July.

Russell Road produced a nice run behind Graceful Charli on his return and goes into the Chaff City Horse Museli Handicap (1200m) with a solid second up record.
Stoppitt has been around the mark in two starts back and Tricky Syd produced his best run for sometime behind Frenchman at Ascot.

Lou Luciani’s Redtime Runner is poised to land her first win in the Chaff City Flaked Grains Maiden (1000m) if she can reproduce her last-start effort behind Lee Rani.
Lee Rani has since franked that form with a strong mid-week win at Ascot last Wednesday.
Musical Dane must also come into play on the back of two encouraging performances behind Du Printemps and Canardly’s Pride.

Easi Cummins returns for Donna Riordan in the Chaff City Custom Mix Maiden (1000m) and the three-year-old produced some nice runs without winning when last in work.
Honky Cat trialled well recently as did Black Dane and they could represent each-way claims.

Gingervate is knocking on the door of a win and gets her chance in the Chaff City Quality Wheaten & Oaten Chaff Maiden (1000m).
The daughter of Stratum hasn’t been too far away in two starts back, Little Lenny makes his debut on the back of a trial win and Dubalina was doing her best work late when fourth to Full Fuel two weeks back.

And if Lady Silhoulette can reproduce her recent form she should be winning the Chaff City Quality Lucerne & Shandy Chaff Maiden (1600m).
She has been working well against some nice types and should be too strong in this company.
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
