Consistent galloper The Sleeping Giant can get punters off to a bright start in tomorrow's The Pinjarra Motel Handicap (1600m).
The Sharon Miller-trained four-year-old has proven to be a model of consistency with six placings from 11 starts and broke through for a deserving maiden win at Bunbury a fortnight ago.
She ran home strongly from the back of the field to defeat Madam Tempete by a neck margin with Classy Dubai back in third position.
She drops weight on that performance and with the services of top jockey Jason Brown and a perfect gate in barrier one she should prove hard to beat.

Exquisite Fashion gets her opportunity of breaking through in the Blue Bay Party Hire Maiden (1503m).
The Blackfriars filly ran a recent fourth to the highly-promising Oratrice who franked the form with an impressive win at Ascot last Tuesday.

Fortescue Flyer was disappointing on debut at Bunbury last week and finished a long way from the winner Metal Talk who demolished the field.
Trainer Bruce Watkins has a high opinion of this horse and the Helenus four-year deserves another opportunity to display his wares.
He’ll be improved by the run and better suited over 1500m.

Jackaroo and Make “N” Model look the obvious threats.
The Jim Taylor-Jason Brown combination can get Toss ‘N’Spin across the line in the Coca Cola Maiden (1303m).
The son of Blackfriars battled away fairly when fourth on debut to Mantango two weeks back and is worth serious thought.
Riorain for the in-form Donna Riordan stable is also in with bright prospects.

Talented young apprentice Damian Lane is riding in rare form at present and will jump aboard April’s Fury for the first time in the Mandurah Mail Maiden (1000m).
The Dante’s Fury five-year-old produced a solid last-start third behind Merimbula who came out and won convincingly at Ascot on Melbourne Cup day.

Wannabe A Rockstar is resuming from a spell.

She’s Not Ugly ran a very good second to the highly-rated Truly Special a Pinjarra on 17 October and should land her first win in the Mandurah City Rentals Car Handicap (2003m).

Magic Phoenix and Iht’s A Maru could pose the dangers.

A Designer Classic has not put a foot wrong this campaign with two wins and three placings from five starts and will go close in the Miami News Handicap (1403m).

Danataine is resuming first up in almost 12-months for Robert Harvey Jnr.

And in the last Sharon Miller’s Cardaci can return to winning form in the Nexus Insurance Brokers Handicap (1303m) and Miss Flirty Gerty will benefit from her solid first-up performance.
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
