Racing returns to Pinjarra 

Racing returns to Pinjarra on Sunday, 17 October, for their opening meeting of the 2010/11 season featuring the $20,000 Mitavite-Grandstand Cup (1000m).

The Trevor Andrews-trained Demonic Age has the opportunity of bouncing back to winning form after a slightly disappointing effort at Belmont Park two weeks back.
The four-year-old was well supported by punters and commenced a $3.30 favourite but failed to run on as expected after receiving a gun run form Paul Harvey.
But his two runs prior were solid including a second placing to Snooperclyde and he is far better than what he displayed last start and is worth persevering with.

Soviet Banker is a horse that races well fresh and was a recent trial winner at Lark Hill and Gift Of Fury is also resuming and has a solid first up record.

Freetime has been racing competitively against good company in recent weeks and should be nearing full fitness after three starts back.

The Bonafide Advantage Maiden (1200) at 12:09 is the first of the afternoon and there are a number of winning chances including Vee Eight Joe who was most impressive on debut at Belmont Park.
The Mark Bairstow-trained four-year-old finished strongly to be placed third to Excessive and if he can repeat that effort he will go close.

Delianuova raced well when last in work earlier this year and was second in a recent barrier trial to Ima Citinpretty who won at York last Thursday.

Race two, the BEM Contract Management Company Maiden (1200m), will see the appearance of the Jason Pateman-trained Gantheaume who enters the race on the back of successive Lark Hill trial wins.

Jim Taylor will also present Blackfriars gelding Toss ‘N’ Spin for his maiden start and McFlirt three-year-old Mantango will be making his debut for Brett Pope.

The Shane Edwards-trained Metro Master should appreciate the class drop and land his first win in the Player Maiden (1200m).
His first two career runs have been impressive including a first up third to the highly-rated All Friared Up before a competitive fourth to another impressive type in Lauradane.
The only concern is an ordinary trial effort at Belmont Park recently when beaten by more than 14 lengths but if he’s on top of his game he should be too good for this field.

It’s take two for the Bruce Watkins-trained Fortescue Flyer who was set to make his debut at the July 1 Northam meeting before being scratched at the barriers.
He’s had two successful barrier trials since and could land a win in the Mitavite XLR8 Racing Maiden (1200m) if he’s on his best behaviour.

The dangers will be Nigella Bites who stormed homed strongly for a second placing at Northam last month and look for improvement from Sequalo System who race wide throughout in the same race.

Ima Flirt is incrementally getting better with each run and should be nearing her first win in the Mitavite Formula 3 Racing Maiden (1600m).

Zeebook has 11 placings from 16 starts and you know eventually he’ll be breaking through.

Sacred Script scored a commanding win at Northam last week and can go back-to-back in the Boddington Earthmoving Handicap (1400m).

The Duncan Miller-Sharon Taylor combination also looks strong with Traxa whose winter campaign has been solid and she represents great danger from barrier one.

Mon Biscuit has been consistent performer for the John Bow stable since arriving from the eastern states with three placings from four starts.
He’s knocking on the door of a win and worked home stylishly to Terminado at Belmont Park two weeks back and will appreciate the 2000 metre trip of the Pinjarra Traders Handicap.

Pocketknockoutking for Frank Maynard has struck good form at his last two runs and represents the danger.

In the last of the day, the Stable Affairs Handicap (1000m), it may pay to follow the Oratorio’s and go with the Adam Durrant-trained Saytorio.
He looks a nice type and was a recent trial winner at Lark Hill.
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
